	Public Question Time:    As this is the first meeting with the new format where public question time has been moved to a period of half an hour prior to the main meeting, the Chair agreed to allow members of the public who were not aware of the new format to ask questions or make comment at this stage. 

A member of the public raised concerns about a disability scooter still being parked at the entrance to Totnes Castle.
A member of the public spoke about the Caravan Club at Steamer Quay and the uncertainty over the lease as SHDC have not made a decision. She also suggested signage should be included around the town about Charles Babbage. It was agreed this could be incorporated into the planned signage audit.
The Caravan Club site manager spoke about the problems with their lease and their need for a longer lease so that they can invest in the site. He believes SHDC are waiting for the Neighbourhood Plan to be finalised.

a) D.Cllr Birch provided a written report. He clarified the situation with the Caravan Club only having a short lease and explained that SHDC are waiting for the Caravan Club to come forward with proposals. The Sea Scout hut is also on a short lease and needs a longer lease to be able to improve the site.
With regards to the scaffolding on 39 High Street, there is little progress being made between SHDC officers and the building owner and Cllr Birch believes the only way forward is for SHDC to take legal action.

No further action has been taken about the newly installed perch seat at the bus stop on Coronation Rd.
b) D.Cllr Sweett provided a written report. SHDC have confirmed that a lower seat will be installed at the Coronation Rd bus stop for disabled use.
A question was raised about the timeline for the skate-park and Cllr Sweett advised that more fundraising needs to take place but it is hoped that it will be completed by summer 2020.
